Steps 1 and 2) First, write down all your thoughts in simple sentences.

Next, write your topic sentence. Write a sentence with two clauses (ideas).

Then, make your outline. Review your list of thoughts. Do you have one detail for three of the five senses?

Now edit your outline. Make sure you don’t have too much information. 




step 3) Now you’re ready to write the first draft of your paragraph! Don’t be worried about using perfect grammar – you just want to get all your ideas down on paper!

concluding sentence


After you write the first draft comes a very important step – time to take a break! It can be fifteen minutes or a day, but stop thinking about what you’ve written! 
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step 4) When you come back, you will have fresh eyes, and then you check if your paragraph is balanced. Now you make any edits you want.







step 5) Now, read the second draft out loud – this really helps to make sure it sounds good. Make any final edits to your writing.

Finally, send your paragraph to your teacher for feedback! Nice job completing the writing process!
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
